The successful candidate is expected to make significant contributions to the Run-3 operations 
and the HL-LHC upgrade of the calorimeter-based trigger systems in firmware algorithm 
development and simulation. The successful candidate is expected to play a leading role in the 
analysis of Runs 2 and 3 data.
