to work on the ATLAS experiment in combination with non-ATLAS R&D projects onhighly granular calorimetry, to be filled immediately.
The Mainz ATLAS group shares major responsibility for the construction, operation andupgrade of the L1 trigger and is involved in the liquid Argon calorimetry of ATLAS aswell as the upgrade of the ATLAS muon system and the new high-granularity timingdetector. Physics analysis activities include precision standard model physics, a broadrange of searches for new physics, Higgs boson physics, as well as top quark physics.The ATLAS group is part of the Cluster of Excellence PRISMA+ “Precision Physics,Fundamental Interactions and Structure of Matter“, which focuses on key questionsconcerning the fundamental constituents of matter and their implications for thephysics of the Universe. Current activities beyond ATLAS include in particular researchand development of highly granular sampling calorimeters for future experiments atCERN (SHADOWS/SHiP) and for future high-energy electron-positron colliders.
The successful applicant is expected to contribute to physics analysis in the ATLASexperiment in the area of Higgs boson physics or searches for new physics,complemented with contributions to one of the non-ATLAS R&D projects. MainzUniversity with its Cluster of Excellence PRISMA+, on-campus accelerators andexcellent infrastructure within the detector laboratory provides a vibrant and uniqueplace for R&D activities at and beyond the LHC.
Applicants are required to have a Ph.D. (or an equivalent degree) in physics andshould have research experience in experimental high energy particle physics. Priorexperience with detector design or construction as well as GEANT4-based simulationis desirable.
